SPATIAL PLANNING - GEORGIA 2023

The process of developing a spatial development plan has begun in Georgia. The first spatial forum in the
country took place from April 25-28 to Rick off this initiative. The forum was organized by the Spatial and Urban
Development Agency of the Ministry of Economy and Sustainable Development of Georgia, with the support of
the German Cooperation Organization (GIZ) and the Asian Development Bank (ADB). The primary objective of
the conference was to scrutinize the ToR of Georgia's spatial development plan and to formulate

recommendations.

"Spatial Forum - Georgia 2023" was inaugurated by Mr. Levan Davitashvili, Vice Prime Minister and the Minister
of Economy and Sustainable Development of Georgia. He highlighted the pivotal significance of the conference
and assured the Georgian Government's comprehensive support for the project.

Mr. loane Menabde, Head of the Spatial and Urban Development Agency, gave a speech revolving around the
subject of the conference: "Georgia's spatial development plan - What, why, and how shall it be implemented?".

Ms. Katya Shafer, the Regional Advisor of the United Nations Human Settlements Program (UN-Habitat), in her
report titled "Overview of Sustainable Development Goals and New Urban Agenda in Georgia," welcomed
Georgia's actual re-entry into the trusteeship of the UN Human Settlement Program. She highlighted the crucial
aspects of the "New Urban Agenda" for Georgia, particularly the need for sustainable urban development and a

sound housing policy.

In his presentation, "Thirty-year Vicissitudes of Spatial-Territorial Development of Georgia - From the Soviet
Union to Today," Professor Vladimir Vardosanidze of the Technical University of Georgia emphasized the
tumultuous state of urban planning in Georgia's recent history, underscoring the positive aspects of
methodological inheritance.

Janosz Brenner, member of the German Academy of Urban Development and Regional Planning, member of the
Berlin Chamber of Architects, and an honorary professor of the Technical University of Budapest, participated
virtually in the conference. He illustrated the state of spatial planning in Germany and Hungary using specific
examples and discussed their relationship with various models of state-territorial organization.

"Spatial Forum - Georgia 2023" was a global event. The forum commenced on April 25 with the conference
"Spatial Planning - Georgia 2023." About 500 invited guests participated, including representatives of the
executive and legislative authorities, accounting for approximately 50 individuals. State trustees, mayors from
45 municipalities, around 30 diplomatic corps and international organizations accredited in Georgia, about 50
private sector representatives, and 80 from professional and academic fields also attended the conference.
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OPENING SPEECH

Today, Georgia is establishing a novel and successful position on the world's geopolitical map, and the
country's irreversible progress across various fields has been acknowledged by numerous international
organizations. Accordingly, to identify the most strategic path for the functional-territorial development and
management of the entire nation, it is essential to strive for high, uniform standards for our population's living

and working conditions.

For these reasons, leading European countries, some of whose representatives attend the forum as experts,
develop and update spatial-territorial development plans for the whole country or individual regions.

It's worth highlighting that certain Georgian municipalities are encompassed by spatial development plans,
and the number of cities and resorts currently benefitting from valid general and detailed plans is on therise.

Therefore, in consideration of the large-scale urban renewal programs, plans, and projects presently
underway and newly planned within the country, today's conference serves as the ideal launchpad for the
development of a unified spatial development policy
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We place significant importance on ensuring that the conference program and the working groups' agendas
are focused on producing practical outcomes, with the participation of Georgian and international specialists
who have extensive experience in territorial-spatial planning. Naturally, initial attention is given to the
development of Georgia's spatial development plan - this stage is critical for the quality and efficacy of the end
result.

This large-scale project enables us to identify and distinctly delineate the country's primary spatial categories
within specific territorial coordinates - natural landscapes, populated and agricultural areas, and to define
different profiles of settlements within the settlement system, their hierarchy, and developmental prospects.

We believe that special emphasis should be given to protecting against natural and anthropogenic risks and
disasters, identifying and leveraging the economic resources of the territory, addressing demographic issues,
ensuring the economic and structural integrity of the mountain and bar, city and village, and developing the
distinctive features of special economic or recreational zones, along with the driving forces of tourism.

Additionally, a universally accessible system of sectoral and integrated indicators and indices should be
developed to monitor and objectively assess the sustainability of development.
To achieve the abovementioned goals, the annual Spatial Forum is of utmost importance.

By the end of this presentation, it should be clear to you why spatial planning is necessary and how we intend to
implement it throughout Georgia. It's crucial to start with explaining the essence of planning; the clearer we
understand this, the easier the rest of the process becomes. As you know, it's necessary to create a
development plan to effectively utilize physical space. If the yard of one's own home requires planning and the
allocation of areas for specific functions, it's self-evident that planning and executing according to a plan are
vital for developing an entire country's territory. The more complex the terrain, natural conditions, and
neighborhood, the more critical territorial planning becomes. Georgia has a rather complex terrain; 87% is
mountainous, with more than 26,000 rivers, 12 climatic zones, and over 13,000 plant species. The geopolitical
location of the country is advantageous, with four international trade and transport networks, and several oil
and gas pipelines traversing it. Our rich three-thousand-year-old culture is reflected in over 6,000 cultural
heritage sites that are distributed all around and enhance our country's beauty. Hence, you can imagine the
immense importance of planning the use of Georgia's territory. One of the main tools for this is developing a
national-scale spatial development plan ("the plan") and systematic strikethrough implementing.

I will now specifically explain why it is necessary to develop a plan, explain its purpose and the expected
outcomes. The need for a plan arises from many factors, but I would like to emphasize some of the most crucial
ones: 1) Accelerated urbanization, rapid economic growth, and an unprecedentedly high demand for land,
leading to frequent "conflicts" over the functional use of land, while only 30% of cities have valid land use
plans. 2) Changed geopolitical situation, the Russia-Ukraine war, and the halt of transport corridors
connecting Europe and Asia through the Russian territory. 3) Climate change and the quantitative and
qualitative increase in the number of natural disasters (, droughts, floods, landslides, avalanches).
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The purpose of the plan is to analyze these factors and sustainable development of the country's physical
space and optimal use of territorial resources. The plan covers the entire country and ensures a balance
between three main factors: economic growth, social development and adequate environmental protection.
Ultimately, as a result of the implementation of the plan, itis possible to have European-type settlements and
cities, even such as one of the beauties of Spain, the city of Bilbao, which was on the verge of disappearing
due to the industrial crisis of the 1980s, and today is one of the most attractive places to live in Europe due to
the implementation of adequate spatial and urban policy.

It is important to note how we are going to develop the plan and ensure its implementation. In this case, the
interconnection of three aspects is fundamental:

1. Integration of existing state sectoral strategies and their geographical reflection
2. Application and implementation of the international best planning practices

3. In-depth analysis of the local context, i.e. the Georgian reality

As for the process of developing the plan, four main entities will be engaged in the project. First and most
important is the Government commission for Spatial Planning. Its primary role will be to approve the plan's
concept/outlineinitially and then agree on the final plan before submitting it to the Government of Georgia for
approval as the highest hierarchical document regulating the usage of the country's territory. Second, Spatial
and Urban Development Agency, established by the government in June 2022. The agency has given the
authority and responsibility to coordinate the plan development process. Third, a working group, comprising
top managers from relevant state organizations. The working group's primary function will be to ensure the
plan's high quality and feasibility at the technical level. Fourth, the private sector will also be involved,
represented by both local and international private companies. These companies will collaborate as a one
consortium to directly develop the plan.

The central idea of the forum is to connect the above four entities and foster collaboration. Along with
international organizations, their experts, government agencies, and local professionals, we completed
detailed revision of the TOR outline. We've received specific recommendations, advice, and ideas that will
ensure that the terms of reference accurately reflect the requirements of a high-level, country-wide spatial
developmentplan.

The role of local companies and experts within the private consortium during the plan development process
shall be emphasized. We believe that regardless of the high-level professionals employed by an international
organization, it is impossible for them to have the local knowledge and expertise that Georgian experts
possess, gained through many years of work and analysis. To illustrate, let's draw a comparison: Gordon
Ramsey, one of the world's best chefs, wouldn't be able to make a perfect Khinkali in a short time, and set a
Georgian table properly without help of the experienced Georgian cook who knows exact recipe how to prepare
Khinkali or set a Georgian table. The same applies to the planning. International companies can provide
modern methodology and technologies for the plan development, but the direct sectoral analyses and
identification of the essence of the problem fall under the purview of state agencies and experts familiar with
the local specifics. In our case, existing state sector strategies and policy documents, coupled with local expert
knowledge, should form the foundation for plan development. However, this doesn't mean that we are not
seeRing the best companies in the world, on the contrary, we want the best representatives in the sector to be
involved in the project. We had several preliminary meetings with world-leading companies,
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including ARUP, Burro Happold, KCap, MLA+, Atkins, and others. There's substantial interest on their part, and

dueto its specifics and scale, the project represents an interesting challenge for them.

What is crucial now is to continue working effectively on the task and then start the process of selecting the
consulting consortium. It is critically important that all the necessary state agencies and local experts be
actively involved in the process.

VISIT TO RESEARCH AREAS
DAY ONE APRIL 25, 2023

Following the conclusion of the conference's first part,
§ participating experts visited the municipality of Rustavi,
to the east of the Tbilisi city agglomeration. As part of the
{ informative tour, Ms. Nino Latsabidze, the Mayor of the
Municipality, briefed them on the city's development
prospects. The experts also learned about the energy
potential and development opportunities in Gardabani.
During the introduction of both cities, special emphasis

was placed on the utility of repurposing "brownfields"
with new functions, and the need to establish high-speed electric transportation that spans the
agglomeration’'s scale.

Spatial Forum - Georgia 2023

Visit to research areas
DAY TWO April 26, 2023

The second day of the forum was entirely dedicated to visiting
research areas, this time in the western and northern directions. In
Mtskheta, experts were able to assess firsthand the conditions of
the de facto formation of the capital's agglomeration and discuss
the importance of the intersection of Georgia's two main
settlement axes - West and North. A tour of the Mukhrani Valley
vividly demonstrated the severity of the challenges in this region
of Georgia, which include the spontaneous process of converting
valuable agricultural land for production and logistics functions
due to the lack of spatial planning. At the same time, the experts
visited Chateau MuRkhrani, a tourism, recreational, viticulture, and &

winemaking demonstration center, that stands as an ideal
counterexample to such development. The tour continued
northward to Gudauri, providing an opportunity for the experts to familiarize themselves with the natural
resources, cultural heritage, and tourist-recreational potential of Eastern Georgia.

The second day of the forum clearly played a significant role - foreign experts had the opportunity to
comprehend the reality firsthand, better understand the challenges and opportunities, and consequently,
develop highly cogent recommendations in the following days.

After visiting research areas, all experts, around 60 Georgian and foreign experts were divided into six
thematic groups. Before the meeting, the roles of the working group moderators and assistants were assigned
before, regulations were established, and keynote speakers were confirmed. The groups were split into two
sessions, allowing conference participants the opportunity to attend two groups. Georgian-English and
English-Georgian simultaneous translation was provided in all working groups. To ensure maximum
productivity within the thematic groups, the topics for discussion were pre-determined, and sent to Georgian
and foreign experts as specific guiding questions. It was decided that the groups would be led by leading
Georgian and foreign experts, with at least two international experts involved in each group. International
experts were selected according to the topic of the working groups. Experts involved:

The decision to structure the forum into thematic groups stemmed from the necessity to address all system-

| e forming topics/directions/sectors/fields relevant to the
development of Georgia's spatial development plan.
Moreover, the establishment of six thematic groups was
optimally determined, taking into account the potential for
inter-group coordination, the composition of leading
Georgian and foreign experts, organizational and
logistical resources, and the conference's schedule - within
a working day, two sessions were conducted, each with
three groups.

Following is a brief overview of the issues discussed within the working groups, with regard to the task of
developing Georgia's spatial development plan.
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First Session

Working Meeting

Group #1

Subject: Transnational context, urbanization process, resettlement system

Moderator Vladimer Vardosanidze (Georgia)

At this present stage of extensive globalization
and restructuring of multilateral international
relations, the strategic developmentvision of any
country is intrinsically tied to the understanding
of transnational contexts and the reflection of
regional trends. Furthermore, the alignment of
global trends with national sovereignty should
also be taken into consideration. Such an
approach yields results in the realm of "high
politics" and macroeconomics, as well as
functional-spatial perspective of the country's

development. In this regard, growing importance
of the Black Sea region should be taken into account underscored, owing to its strategic, geopolitical, resource,
and communication-transit potential. Reinforcing comprehensive, mutually beneficial functional-spatial
relations of "neighborhood", cross-border relations of Georgia, in humanitarian, trade-economic, and external
defense sectors is also essential. The spatial development plan of Georgia should address all these challenges.

The global historical process of urbanization has significantly influenced Georgia as well. However, during the
period of independence, multi-factorial analysis, understanding, evaluation, planning, and management of its
consequences have considerably lagged behind the actual ongoing process of urbanization. Physical
(planning) forms of urbanization and its socio-economic manifestations should be considered in the working
group - de facto formation of urban agglomerations (particularly the capital agglomeration), commuting
mobility of the population, "rural-urban" interaction, etc.

The system of settlement forms the bedrock of Georgia's spatial development plan; this system encompasses
several subsystems and presents a summarizing, balanced, and equitable picture of the country's
development. Besides individual settlements of different ranks or profiles, the settlement system is constituted
by the spatial-planning framework of the development ("urbanized corridors", development axes), areas and
focal points of economic activities, protected areas, and locations and zones of tourist attraction (including
resort and recreational areas, and zones). Diversified understanding of this issue, in terms of spatial
organization, was one of the primary objectives of the conference.




Subject: Transport and Engineering Infrastructure
Moderator Nino Chkheidze (Georgia)

The significance of transport and engineering infrastructure lies in the fact that it forms a sort of framework for
the accommodation system, as a basement of all the
other functional solutions to be established. It should
be considered that this type of infrastructure, in
addition to the forms realized today, encompasses the
direction of small aviation, restoration of waterways
and sea routes, expanding network of pipelines,
energy system facilities, gas storage and village
gasification, cable communications, international

digital and electrical lines, etc. The task of providing

continuous and high-quality water supply to all
Georgian settlements and, most importantly, the construction of wastewater treatment facilities requires
special attention in the nearest future. All these infrastructural measures will functionally unite the entire
territory of Georgia, improve the quality of life and economic potential of people in the regions, cities, and
villages of Georgia.

Group #3
Subject: Economic Development
Moderators Etuna Munjishvili, Anthony Gad Bigio (US)

Economic development was discussed as one of the
main defining parameters of Georgia's spatial
development plan. The plan should be a document of a
caliber that reflects the macroeconomic parameters of
the country's development, as well as the dynamics of
the welfare of each citizen of Georgia. In this regard, an
adequately defined spatial organization of the country

will have both a direct and indirect impact on economic

processes. The group noted such a form of economic
activity as Free Industrial Zones (FIZs) determined by
Georgian legislation, potential areas for special regime cross-border trade, dynamics of tourism, etc.

Group #4

Subject: Spatial and Urban Development Laws, Institution and Policy

Moderator Koba Kalichava (Georgia)

Peculiarity or difficulty, of developing Georgia's spatial development plan is determined by three main factors:

First, since 2019, a new legislative system of fully European orientation has been implemented in Georgia. Given
that we haven't yet found templates of any reference value under these conditions, the creation of Georgia's
spatial development plan should fulfill this function. It should become the best example of the practical
realization of the idea of a new legal space.

Second, all those integrated and sectoral plan or policy documents, prepared at both the municipal and central
level in Georgia, should be taken into consideration. Their number is not small. Therefore, in this context, a
detailed examination of the legal environment requires special attention and an appropriate methodology.

Thirdly, the implementation of Georgia's spatial development plan, due to its supra-locality and multi-
productivity, will affect the country's main domestic and foreign directions. Its normative consequences will
necessarily intersect with many public and private interests. With this in mind, it will be crucial to conduct the
process of reconciling interest at a high level and ensure the maximum involvement of potential groups.

Within the framework of this international conference, the fourth working group addressed the
aforementioned issues in more detail. As a result of the discussions, a decision was made to write necessary
instructions in the planning task in an instructional form, which will minimize the risks as much as possible and
ensure the desired result.

Subject: Social-Cultural Development and Housing

Moderator Vladimer Vardosanidze (Georgia)

The socio-cultural development of a country has a spatial dimension. The political intent, declared at the
highest level, was reflected in the concept of decentralization. In this context, it's important to georeference
specific socio-cultural services—to understand and reflect in the plan the optimal and realistic time
accessibility of specific services of different fields and levels in specific administrative-territorial units. Global
practices provide significant examples of this, and the experience of foreign experts will greatly assist in
achieving the final result.

Although the institution of housing broadly falls under the country's infrastructure, its separation and
placement in the socio-cultural block was deemed necessary. The housing issue combines various aspects of
public life such as demography, sociology, social psychology, law, economics, governance, environmental
protection, urban planning, design, and construction. In Georgia's context, such a feature of the housing fund,
acting on the principle of a "shared vessel" on the scale of the country or regions, and the diametrically
opposite nature of the problems of urban and rural housing, as well as their functional connection and future
development perspective should be marked out.
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Subject: Management of Natural Environment and Climate Change

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SUMMARY OF THE FORUM

Background. An intergovernmental commission responsible for spatial planning and Spatial and Urban
Development agency was established in 2022, with primary goal to develop the first National Spatial
Development Plan. During the Spatial Forum, the Terms of Reference (TOR) was in the preparation process and
therefore, the experts were given draft version of TOR. The international and national experts gathered on the
third day for the working sessions, their inputs were reflected in the revised version of the TOR.

The draft project of the TOR covers areas such as geography and topography, demography and society, urban
system and settlements, climate change adaptation and mitigation, regional integration and transnational
context, transformative and blue-print projects, jobs and human capital, natural assets and landscape,
cultural heritage and identity, governance and institutional challenges.

The proposed approach for the NSPD is to cover the territory of Georgia (69,700 km?) with the associated
Exclusive Economic Zone in the Black Sea. It will follow the legal requirements of Georgia and Spatial Planning,
Architectural and Construction Activities Code, as well as international best practices. NSDP will consider the
climate change impacts, risks and vulnerabilities. During the preparation process, it is important to ensure
consultations with stakeholders, who will be involved according to their qualification. The consultant will also
transfer technical knowledge and know-how to SUDA and other State Agencies.

NSDP will be developed in four main phases:

RESEARCH AND DIAGNOSIS: HOW WE UNDERSTAND GEORGIA TODAY.
VISION AND STRATEGY: WHERE WE SEE GEORGIA IN 2040.

CONCEPT PLAN: HOW WE WANT TO ACHIEVE THE VISION.

FINAL PLAN: GEORGIA TODAY, IN 2040 AND HOW TO MAKE IT HAPPEN.

SUMMARY OF EXPERTS WORKING GROUPS

Active discussions in the six thematic
working groups enabled to point out
important features of Georgia, reveal
some possible future issues, and devise
recommendations for the TOR and share
best practices.

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WORKING GROUP #1. TRANSNATIONAL CONTEXT, SETTLEMENT SYSTEM, URBANIZATION PROCESS

The NSDP preparation should help to harmonize Georgia's
territorial hierarchical structure, looking at national,
regional and municipal scales, being compatible with the
EU system.

It would be advisable to establish dialogue on spatial
planning issues with neighboring countries, to look at
common interests and possible challenges, common goals
and instruments and to identify bilateral cross-border
projects and initiatives in the future.

It will be important to analyze the existing and new paths
of spatial development, in particular incompatible
interests of the sectors. Once identified, they should be
localized and spatialized, and some specific analysis ("deep dives’) should focus into these hot spots. For the
temporarily occupied areas of Abkhazia and Tskhinvali region, it is recommended to employ scenario
planning and developing options.

And as a general advice, the stakeholders should consider linking national level planning with regional and
municipal levels, and to think about local implementation. Enabling robust stakeholder participation is very
important for the NSDP analysis and propositions.

WORKING GROUP #2. TRANSPORT AND ENGINEERING INFRASTRUCTURE

Georgia has an ambition to be the transit hub for Euro-Asian
trade and transport. The transit corridors will change the
structure of the country. Therefore, it will be important to
study their economic impact, and the positive and negative
aspects of strategic facilities location. The NSDP could

consider the spatial impact of connectivity and transport
infrastructure (e.g., on biodiversity, on limited access of
villages) as well as related national integration issues.
Analysis of different scenarios as a transit country as well as the potential of attracting business sector, value
added and potential jobs created will be a key to give strategic recommendations. The strategic choice of a
model of development will have an impact on the connectivity and transport system: Georgia could either
prioritize an equal development of all regions, or focus on specific areas as engine of growth, with adequate
redistribution mechanisms for other territories.

The large capacity potential of the railways, roads and ports, including in the Black Sea, and the immense
unexploited hydro resources should be considered. The NSDP may also analyze the integration of civil aviation,
looking at safety and protection areas around international airports, local aerodromes, radars and navigation
instruments, and the potential locations for heliports.

The analysis can also consider the linkage possibility of transportation with the access to social services,
connection of cultural and landscape elements in the regions. It is important to study public transport issues
and connection to secondary centers within agglomeration and regional scales.

The data collection at the start of the process is crucial. It is advised to use integrated planning methodology,
considering different sectoral strategies, and the integration of environmental impacts. Such as, cooperation
and dialogue between the State Agencies will be a key condition of success.
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WORKING GROUP #3. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

The spatial analysis will help to identify potential areas

for land purchase or land development, “suitable

and/or stabilize existing economic areas; redevelop and
relabel brownfield areas.

In the long term, the spatial planning process will enable local authorities to foster local economic
development on their own. It is recommended to endow cities with tax revenues at least proportional to the
economic activities, and to strengthen local authorities via additional budgets and qualified personnel.

WORKING GROUP #4. SPATIAL AND URBAN PLANNING LEGISLATION,

INSTITUTION AND POLICY

The NSDP team will examine approved and ongoing spatial and urban plans or projects at the municipal or
central government levels. As the NSPD will serve as the highest hierarchical spatial document, the study
couldinclude proposals to align lower hierarchical documents.

It will be fundamental to identify main issues related to NSDP approval and implementation, and to develop
recommendations for institutional development of SUDA based on the international best practices.

It is advisable to make the NSDP structure and content general, to avoid too many amendments in the long-
term perspective. Whether the NSPD is a mandatory or a recommendatory document, it will have to be
discussed with stakeholders directly involved in its implementation.

The NSDP is the opportunity to identify the agglomeration scale. It will be important to develop
methodologies and criteria on how to effectively plan for such a scale. It could be also reasonable to develop
proposals to identify administrative boundaries between municipalities, and to make decisions to increase
develop solutions to increase involvement of the municipalities and local population in planning and
administrative process.
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WORKING GROUP #5. SOCIO-CULTURAL DEVELOPMENT AND HOUSING

e Along with the NSDP preparation, a recommendation is to develop a national level

housing policy, and establish a national level housing agency. Identifying the needs
of asocial and affordable rental housing policy and market is very important. In the
long term, the government can deal with the difference between urban and rural
housing issues through decentralization policy, and economic and financial
instruments. Unregistered settlements, a flexible policy should be used to avoid
migration to the centers. The housing sector needs orientation on the best

The protection and promotion of villages as historical-cultural and economic phenomenon was discussed as
well as the need to provide villages with traditional land use resources such as pasture, arable land and forest.
The NSDP could also include areas of intangible cultural heritage practices and their mapping.

campaigns, can enable this shift in perspective and a smooth implementation of the spatial plan. It is
important to strike a balance between the political urgency of developing the plan and the need for sufficient
minimum consultations.

Digital tools. To ensure efficiency and transparency in the planning process, sectoral data should be publicly
available in a standardized format. Collecting thematic maps from various government agencies could be
difficult and it may be solved by satellite imagery processing. Meantime, SUDA is encouraged to seek support
from government agencies and donors to promote the development of the integrated and comprehensive
web-based mapping tool (Estonian example of geoportal https://geoportaal. maaamet.ee/eng/).

It is important to ensure accuracy and consistency of the terms throughout the documents. As the NSDP will
ultimately be a legal document to which lower hierarchy plans will refer to, it is important that the terms used
to be fully consistent with the existing legal references (e.g., reference to the National Spatial Data
Infrastructure), and develop the NSDP glossary to provide source reference in the cascaded master plan to
embed such solutions at their scale (e.g., “nature-based solutions”).

The scope of the Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) should be defined, and it is advised that SUDA
consults with the Ministry of Environment Protection and Agriculture of Georgia and the Ministry of Internally
Displaced Persons from the Occupied Territories, Labor, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia. The NSDP will
have to consider key legislative documents which in some cases have not been approved yet (water, energy,
and climate laws) because certain development scenarios would be affected by these laws (e.g., provisions on
catchment basins). The group also concurred on the need for a “deep-dive” study on the coastal areas,
considering vulnerability to climate change and to anthropogenic pressures.



GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS

In addition, the experts recommended the development of a digital mapping platform dedicated to the NSDP. It
will serve as a base for decision making, can guide strategic plans and establish a transparent and up-to-date
communication and information tool. Such platform will help to understand and classify Georgian settlements
and infrastructural objects (ports, highways, airports etc.). It could also enable monitor spatial developments
and performance indicators in the future.

As a conclusion, participants agreed that NSPD is a complex and delicate task which requires enough times,
especially in the research and analytical phase. It is important not to rush the process, to allow for the Plan to
truly contribute to a long-term, sustainable economic transformation. To secure trust and support on the
process, this should be highly transparent, starting with procurement aspects.

All stakeholders have to keep in mind the ,quadriga of
sustainability” of economic development, ecologic dimension, social welfare and civic engagement and acce:ftance. So it
has to be an outbalanced process between the four ,horses” of the quadriga. Only if they walk in the same dynamic way
bgmg goordggafled_ by the government and the society as the quadriga drivers it finally will be successful and reach the
above described aim.

There is a dialectic relationship between the NSDP and the economical, ecological, social and civic development: if there is
an economic need for space, it should be provided through the NSDP and other (land use) plans. But the NSDP has to take
care, that not too much space is used or even wasted for economic purposes, if it is ’c;[ a certain ecological value or it is
needed for housing purposes. The NSDP has to outline an optimized spatial system of different spatial needs and uses.

The settlement structure should be a polypolar one. Of course, Thilisi will be dominant, but living conditions in smaller city
and the countryside must be improved in order to give Tbilisi a relief from the existing development pressure, which harms
its quality of live: look on the transport and mobility grobl_ems or the overloaded social and technical infrastructure not
taking into account the mees of a square meter o[ to be built. To take development pressure from the capital there has to
bean intenzi_vg comprehensive effort for the whole country in order to improve the infrastructure as well as the living and
income conditions.

In order to achieve a system of goals an informal stakeholder dialog system should be established. It is considered to be a
pre step before a formal NSDP is established. All the information you get through an informal stakeholder process will be
very useful for the detection of hidden spatial problems and not yet articulated civic attitudes. If there are conflicts, you
become aware of them in time and there is enough time to find solutions - at least more time than already being in the formal
legislative process.

The time you invest for the informal part of the A)lanning rocess you will save and get paid back in the future formal
planning process, as there are no more crucial problems and conflicts. Then the process of decision m_akmg is much smarter.
Usually, the enemies of participation and transparency claim the opposite. But this is usually to hide t

aims.

What should be the economic columns Georgia should profit from? Tourism, agriculture, renewable energy production and
research and development in a variety of scientific fields (as energy production, pharmacology, natural diversity and
developed agriculture). Technology centers should be the hubs for Georgian innovation, that the world waits for.

Ecologically Georgia has a lot of assets with the diversity of the Black Sea and the Caucasus mountain ranges, plenty of
m;'atler arad wind for the production of energy from renewable sources, the biodiversity is globally relevant and should be
sheltered.

For the social dimension Georgia needs more education and jobs, more housing and more national and individual income,
that should be generated through the above mentioned (and other) economic activities.

Last but definitely not least the whole process of decision making for NSDP and die economic, ecologic and social dimension
should be highly participative and transparent. Civic society should be considered as a partner of administration and
political bodies.

At the same time, | foresee a certain risk: specifically, in the course of work, the project is likely to be inundated with many
crucial and less crucial facts, along with many interesting and less interesting arguments and conclusions. Consequently,
this abundance of information and judgments could replace the set of necessary decisions for which this document is
intended, and which should guide the country's development in the upcoming years. The approach to the project should not
be like a plan, where individual details are important, but more like a scheme, where principled decisions are paramount.
Thus, it should be named the "General Scheme of Spatial Planning of the Country", as was suggested in the 2005 law.

Another consideration is that the project on which we shall work is a complex endeavor involving many contributors. For its
effective organization, it's crucial to understand the sequence of topics to be discussed. In specific, subjects related to the
economic development should be defined initially, which should then be harmonized with the requirements of the ecological
and social spheres. This, in turn, influences the setting of practical tasks for the development of the agricultural sector, the
determination of conditions for the growth of the country's regions, agglomerations, and individual cities, and the
formulation of other critical topics of the development. Therefore, we should adopt the 2025 program, although it should be
geared towards the realization of practical actions, unlike its predecessor.

Hence, there is a considerable amount of work ahead. | would like to express my gratitude to Mr. loane Menabde, Head of the
Spatial and Urban Development Agency, his deputy Mr. Zurab Tsiklauri, and the entire Agency for initiating the project that is
extremely challenging yet very important for the country. | wish everyone contributing to this initiative success and hope it
culminates in an appropriate degree of achievement.

The re-initiation of spatial planning in Georgia and its regions (not necessarily administrative regions) by the political elite

isacritical and encouraging step.

The establishment of relevant Legal Entity under Public Law presents a significant challenge for its leadership and staff,
primarily due to the lack of a clear policy for spatial planning in Georgia, and secondarily due to the scarcity of
appropriately skilled professional personnel. However, | believe that confronting such a challenge with seriousness and
dedication will surely yield positive results.

Iwas involved in two working groups:

1) Transport and Engineering Infrastructure and 2) Spatial Planning Legislation, Institutional Arrangement, and Policy
groups.

In the first group, there was a tendency towards a rather abstract, one could say technocratic, approach to the spatial
planning of Georgia (for instance, an overemphasis on Georgia's transit function contrasted with its traditional, small-
scale spatial planning that is still effectively operational; a drive to construct large hydro power plants despite their
destructive impact on existing cultural landscapes).

The work of the second group, despite exhibiting a significantly higher professional standard, was characterized by a so-
called "neoliberal" model, focused on the legal and institutional aspects of spatial planning. It is worth noting that
representatives from some significant agencies did not take part in the conference.

Despite the aforementioned shortcomings, the conference played a critical role in raising the professional community's
awareness about Georgia's spatial planning issues.

Despite the landmark importance of the
conference, it is unjustified to present it as a
standalone, separate event, like a "subject
unto itself", absent from existing historical
and sectoral contexts. The concept of
analyzing the country's space didn't emerge

inavacuum.

E In fact, the idea of functional-spatial

organization throughout Georgia was

initiated by the document approved in 1978 -

"Regional Settlement Scheme of Georgian SSR 1991-2001". After gaining independence, for obvious reasons, this scheme
lostiits relevance in political and economic terms and was no longer mentioned.

During this period, LEPL "Habitat Georgia", with the effort of architect-urbanists, developed a fundamental analytical-
diagnostic document - the national report "The State of Urban Development of Georgia - 2000". Based on this document,
according to the decree #252 of the President of Georgia Eduard Shevardnadze, dated June 9, 2003, the Ministry of
Urbanization and Construction of Georgia, along with the interested organizations, was tasked to "...develop the urban
planning scheme of Georgia (the concept of urbanization and settlement)" by the end of the 3" quarter of 2004, considering
the data of the national report. However, the developed events of the "Rose Revolution" in November 2003 and the
subsequent damaging idolization of ultra-liberal market relations eradicated the very idea of regulating Georgia's spatial
arrangement and urban discipline. The authorities' voluntarism prevailed in urban planning, giving unconditional priority
to fleeting goodwill, and dismissing professional opinions. The results are striking and will follow Georgia's recent history
foralongtimeto come.

Recently, with the backdrop of an improving socio-economic situation in the country, there has been growing interest in
organizing the physical environment through spatial and urban development plans in large cities and municipalities. This
beneficial trend is supported by both the central government and international and foreign donor organizations. In 2018,
the Georgian government began the systematic organization of the country's urban development by adopting the
"Georgian Code of Spatial Planning, Architectural, and Construction Activities" and its related normative acts. Despite the
shortcomings of this package, a new legal framework was created for the sector.

From an institutional standpoint, the establishment of the Spatial and Urban Development Agency of Georgia within the
Ministry of Economy and Sustainable Development represents an important step forward. Effective and long-term support
for the newly formed agency from the Central Executive Government was expressed when the Government of Georgia
issued Resolution #604 in December 29, 2022 - "On the establishment of the Governmental Commission for the
Development of the General Scheme of Spatial Arrangement of Georgia 'Georgia 2030™, as a replacement for the
Government of Georgia's Resolution #89 dated March 9, 2015. The priority of this topic is confirmed by the fact that the
Chairman of this commission is the Prime Minister of Georgia.

Additionally, the Parliament of Georgia remains a "bottleneck" for the institutional strengthening of the field, where the
Committee on Economy and Economic Policy, the scientific-advisory council, and the sectoral working group did not pay
significant attention to this important aspect of the country's development until recently.

The Spatial and Urban Development Agency identified the development of the "plan™ as an urgent priority for its activities
from the outset, taking steps consisting of successive stages. The first key step in this direction has been taken - in
accordance with the methodology of developing a "plan" as defined by the Georgian legislation, an expert hired by ADB -
Ms. Fabienne Perucca (France) - was assigned to draw up the first draft of the concept preceding the "plan" Most
importantly, the outline of the concept presented by her is discussed in the widest possible circle of Georgian and foreign
specialists. In this regard, holding a broad conference was considered a key stage.

The conference was preceded by a preparatory period. During this time, the format of the conference, the participants and
speakers were determined, the schedule was planned - sessions, work in thematic groups, field tours, preparation of
conclusions and recommendations, a summary presentation, and a press conference.
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POST-CONFERENCE EVENTS

The conference stirred public and professional interest in the pressing issues of spatial development in
Georgia. This, along with the discussion of the draft of the technical task of the concept of the spatial
development plan of Georgia and the development of recommendations, was an ancillary goal of the
conference. In accordance with the principle of the "snowball effect”, it led to a number of significant events.
Among these, the initiative announced on May 31 by the Commiittee of Sectoral Economy and Economic Policy
of the Parliament of Georgia regarding the investigation of the effectiveness of the Code of Spatial Planning,
Architectural and Construction Activities of Georgia is particularly notable.
